National citizens’ understanding and cooperation are requested!!

National public service officials observe rules established
in the National Public Service Ethics Law and
the National Public Service Officials Ethics Code, so as not

to cause national citizens suspicion and distrust, in doing their work.

Most of the rules concern relations

with interest parties.
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What is an interest party?

@ An interest party, in relation to national public service officials, is an entity that falls under

one of the following.

A business entity, etc., that has received permission or authorization, etc.; a business
entity, etc., or an individual, that is applying for a permit, etc.; or, a business entity, etc.,
or an individual, that clearly intends to apply for a permit, etc.

A business entity, etc., or an individual, that is applicable to receive a subsidy, etc.; a
business entity, etc., or an individual, that is applying to receive a subsidy, etc.,; or a
business entity, etc., or an individual, that clearly intends to apply to receive a
subsidy, etc.

Even an indirect subsidy, etc., delivered through an entity other than the National
Government, such as a local public body and a special corporation, is handled as
“subsidy, etc.,” when its direct revenue source is a subsidy, etc., from the National
Government.

A business entity, etc., or an individual, that will receive on-the-spot inspection, audit,
or inspection.

In principle, when a business entity, etc., or an individual, is in a state of possibly
receiving on-the-spot inspection, etc., according to a statutory regulation, it is regarded
as an interest party.

A business entity, etc., or an individual, that is subject to a disadvantageous action.

For example, a party that is imposed punishment of penalty tax, and punishment of
suspension of business.

A business entity, etc., or an individual, that is currently required to take a certain
action, or not to take a certain action, by administrative guidance.

A business entity, etc., that conducts business applicable to official work regarding
development, improvement, and adjustment of business.

A profit-making business, etc., applicable to business administration conducted by
respective ministries.

A business entity, etc., that has concluded a contract; a business entity, etc., that has
applied for a contract; or a business entity, etc., that clearly intends to apply for a
contract.

A national agency that will receive assessment on budget, special quorum, and capacity.

* “A business entity, etc.” herein means a corporation or other organization, or an individual, that

conducts business (an individual when conducting an act for business).
